· The continual traffic problems as a result of building works on Wentworth Parade and Oxford Street.   The builders in Wentworth Parade have had to apply for a special “work zone permit” which does not allow them to park vehicles on the road between 7.30-9am and 2.30-4pm (approx).  They are allowed to have drop offs/deliveries and park outside of these times.  They are not allowed to put up witches hat to prevent parent parking.  If any parents notice untoward behaviour they are to call Brisbane City Council (24hrs / 7 days/week) hotline Ph 3403 8888 and ask for Council’s Rapid Response Team.  Also make a follow up call to Shayne Sutton’s office.

· Lytton/Thorpe/Apollo Rds intersection – the redesign of this intersection may be in the budget for next year but not the construction.  Plea for any witnesses to the tragic accident which happened early 2010 to contact her office.

· Agreed that traffic lights are required at the exit of the Comslie Pool due to difficulty entering busy Lytton Rd.

· Noted that funding for community type events in Brisbane has been cut permanently.
