Principal’s Report

Sheryl Kennedy and Michael Zeuschner tabled the Principal’s Report.  The following additional points were made –
· Community Day for SAKGP – attendees appreciated hand written invitations and thank yous.

· Report cards – emphasised that students reaching a “sound” level means they are reaching year level standard.

· Yr 2 – Games Factory aims to provide social skills and will be professional development for yr 2 teachers at the same time.

· 2012 class – school would prefer not to have multi-age classes but to have slightly more children in class in same year level, particularly in years where Qcats, Naplan etc have to be prepared for.

· Feedback from students is that the interactive projectors are just as good as the whiteboards.

· Keep Australia Beautiful Qld award of $50,000 will be used to develop Smart Bites.

· School holidays in 2012 will be 2 weeks holiday for Easter, June and September.

· Fees and voluntary contributions were discussed and a letter to parents was tabled.  It was noted that the Italian government is withdrawing funding to early year languages due to global financial problems.  Funding going to catholic rather than state schools. Education Qld provides language funding for years 6 and 7 only.  It was agreed that the increase in Italian from prep – grade 4 was reasonable when cost of lessons/week is calculated.

· Reading Eggs licensed for 400 but may be extended to whole school.

· Mathletics subscription increased to whole school and includes Rainforest and now writing modules.

· Voluntary contributions cannot be invoiced.
